Discussion: 
- developed a survey over the last few weeks nationally over people keeping livestock in urban areas; what they’re doing with that; 134 respondents, going through the information now; contributes to dialog of what people are currently doing

- also working w/ Sust Economies Law Center; doing a legal clinic re: food production, zoning, etc; workshop on , 7/20/11

- EBUAA is a collection of UA, representing several cities, not focused on any one policy

Agenda Item 4: Cross-Coalition on UA (Aaron)

- a couple of broad based meetings, no fewer than 25 discrete groups, climate action, food justice, citizens concnerned w/ UA; the goal was to come up w/ a set of recommendations that people felt were important 

- see the Draft recommendations for OFPC on UA from Cross-Coalition; how do we make UA a sustainale activity to make it improve UA a quality of life

- any questions about process? Co-convened by Bay Localize, OFPC, and EBUAA; Grow Local campaign to bring people together

- overview of 

- highlights: (Leah); first, UA is categorized as home, community, and for-profit; home occupancy changes have been implemented  to allow sales (6/15); community UA would be non-profits, food justice groups, community members, to be allowed in all zones w.out a CUP; for-profit, scale, primary function is commercial, be subject to a CUP

- second, universal on-site sales to be allowed; the next part goes through the distinctions between types of UA, in order to sync w/ state regulations; at what point does a home occupancy shift to become commercial?

- distinction that for-profit not allowed on OS and requires a CUP; clear distinction between for profit to slow access of large-scale UA

- policy issues concerned w/ vacant land access, policy development for streamlined access

- w/in operator permit or operating standards, must make efforts to incorporate management plan, promote water conservation

- city needs to make clear what resources are available, the creation of a toolkit

- last point on urban livestock; still working on recommendations for livestock space

- recommendation from Eric is that there will be rec’s on type of animals based on lot size

- broader recommendation to Council on who serves as TAG? Concern that there might be wisdom from the community; putting Heather and Nathan forward but having a third slot open and ready if Planning slot is amenable (put forward to council via email)
